Abdominal surgery.

This is the main field of my surgical activity since I have always  been working  in a General Surgery Ward.

Operations on the entire intestinal canal, from the lower III of the esophagus to the lower rectum, involving resection or amputation, derivation or palliative treatment with manual and mechanical suture. 

Resection of the liver, pancreas and splenectomy. 

Numerous bile duct operations having perfected the technique of bile duct exploration using intraoperative choledochal endoscopy. 

Occasional bladder, kidney and thyroid operations.

Hysterectomies and operations on the female pelvic organs. 

I apply the most recent techniques in hernia operations using synthetic prosthesis.

Laparoscopic surgery.

Mainly elective and emergency cholecystectomies and appendectomies. 

Breast surgery.

All types of surgery, using modern techniques, ranging from the most conservative to the most destructive, with or without emptying of the axillary fossa.

I have recently begun to perform immediate or deferred reconstructive prosthetic surgery.  

Vascular surgery.

This is the secondary field of my surgical activity.

Vast number of vein operations applying both conventional and personal techniques. 

I have also worked on the medium and large arteries (aortal, femoral, popliteal, humeral) both directly and using synthetic, biological vascular prostheses or saphenous autografts, above all in emergency.  

Digestive Endoscopy

I have personally carried out more than 5,000 gastric and colon endoscopic examinations for both diagnostic and therapeutic purposes (biopsies, polypectomies, esophageal varices sclerosis,  extraction of foreign bodies, insertion of endoesophageal  prosthesis ).

I am experienced in using Doppler for diagnosis of both venous and arterial vascular pathologies.
